The route to the wilderness

The natural environment with wilderness and
mountains is what makes Harjedalen such a
grand and varying province — from the
forests, across the borderland between forests
and mountains westwards to the southernmost
high-fell area in Sweden. The glistening lakes
and waters, the moors extending for miles and
miles, adorned in late summer by the gold-
coloured cloudberries. Living summertime
pastures, lush valleys and majestic fells with
eternally snow-covered peaks, silence and
serenity.

As this kind of world is becoming scarce,
it is increasingly essential to more of us than
ever before. Here you can get away from
everyday life with pressure and chores. The
experiences and impressions gathered here
will give you new vitality and energy. The Web
is far away, in stark contrast to the great
summer adventure for the family.

Such an adventure is a visit to musk-ox
country on the Norwegian border. This herd of
descendants from prehistoric times immigrated
to the area some 30 years ago and has remained

ever since. There are seaplanes available to
take you there, followed by a hike back.

Located nearby is Rogen, a nature reserve
and cultural area that used to provide hunting
and fishing grounds, peat harvesting and gra-
zing. The Rogen area is dominated by inter-
connected lakes, where you can paddle a
canoe for days without seeing another human
being. The waters are filled with grayling, char,
salmon trout, whitefish, pike and perch.

Another adventure is a family ramble up
on the mountains, resplendent with flowers.
The best known floral mountain is Hamrafjallet
in Tanndalen.

The bear is the emblem of the Harjedalen
province and enjoys a sanctuary in the Sonfjallet
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*‘7 Fungsdalen is beautifully situated on a south-facing slope towards the lake.

National Park. You are welcome to have a look
in the empty lair and enjoy nature on this
mountain, often described as a blue jewel.

Summertime adventures are also there in
the form of fishing, in encounters with local
culture and history as well as all the other
experiences to which the tourist information
people are happy to lead you.

We have many routes to summer adven-
tures but only two traffic lights.

There is no risk of crowding each other
here. If we divide the area of the province by
the number of inhabitants, each local has more
than one square kilometre available.

We are quite happy to share that area with
you. Welcome to Harjedalen.



The land of adventures

THE GREAT FAMILY ADVENTURE is found in many shapes in
Harjedalen. There is the fishing expedition to the tarn with the watchful
grayling. You also encounter it during the pleasant hike across lush
mountains, from a canoe, mountain bike and on horseback;

the experience of the last and critical putt at one of the unique

golf courses in the area or while climbing the steep face of a rock.

To us the main thing is that the entire family
can find adventures together. That everyone
can bring back the same fine memories of
being together and having fun during the
summer days in Harjedalen, whether you are
seeking physical exertion and challenges or
value the serenity and silence most of all.

A great catch

Roaring currents, streams and brooks, moun-
tain tarns and forests lakes, in Harjedalen there
are great catches awaiting the novice holiday
angler as well as the expert fly-fisherman.

Come here in early summer to enjoy the
dry fly-fishing during light summer nights.
High summer is the best time for angling and
spinning, when the perch and pike are jumping
at the fishing lines. In late summer the season
for salmon trout starts and the first frosty days
of autumn sees the best catch of grayling.

In Hérjedalen fishing is a cultural activity
and a way of life and we are happy to share
the exhilaration and experience of a great
catch.

To make this possible many of our waters
are easy to reach. Park your car at the end of
the road and walk for a short bit. At many of
the richest fishing grounds the local fishery
conservation associations have opened foot-

paths and cleared beaches, built landing-
stages and picnic areas but most importantly —
planted fish and created strong healthy strains
of game fish. Bring the whole family and share
the happiness behind the rod.

In the villages in Harjedalen live knowled-
geable fishing guides who know where the fish
bite and will take you there. You may get
advice on equipment and the favourite bait of
different species. They also arrange courses for
those who want to learn a new technique, to
read waters and other fishing secrets. The
quides are happy to teach you how to cook the
catch, grilling it on the campfire for an un-
forgettable meal in the midst of the wilderness.

On horseback

All the tack has been adjusted and the saddle-
bags are filled with clothes and provisions. The
horse is snorting with eagerness. You swing
into the saddle, filled with expectations.

Harjedalen is also the country of horse-

back adventures. The knowledgeable guides
lead you through muysterious forests and lush
valleys, across rushing waters and up on
mighty mountains. You sit comfortably in the
safe saddle of a capable Icelandic horse with
all your senses wide open to all the grand and
awe-inspiring impressions.
There are all kinds of horseback adventures,
ranging from a few hours’ hack, a full day ride
with lunch in the wilderness to a full week of
riding. Every night the camp is set up, the hor-
ses taken care of and dinner prepared over the
campfire. After dinner we retire for an early
night in order to be up and ready for the next
day’s adventures.

Even novices can enjoy their own horse-
back adventures on calm and safe horses. The
experiences awaiting will prove well worth the
ensuing stiffness.

Canoe country

The map over Harjedalen shows a stunning
amount of blue. There are winding streams and
brooks, large connected lakes, rivers running
quietly through the landscape. This is how
nature provided the canoe paradise Harjedalen.

There are many wet experiences with the
white water foaming around the canoe, pulling
and dragging to take over control. These are
the waters for expert paddlers.

You will also find many perfect waters for
a gentle family paddle. The easy streams
meander quietly through serene nature. The
splashing from a beaver or an elk shaking off
water after an evening swim sometimes
interrupt the stillness. Beyond the next bend
there are new experiences waiting and new
singular encounters with animals and nature. It
is soon time to go ashore for a break and
everyday life seems light years away.

Whether you prefer an easy day trip or a
multi-week canoe safari: Harjedalen is the land
of opportunities for canoeists.

Maps showing the canoe waters are
available at the tourist information offices.
Canoes, life jackets and all other equipment
can be rented at the authorised canoe centres.
